Explanations:

(&) When more that one is present, they shall be rec-
ognized according to the Roman alphabetic order of
the first letter of their fully used family name. If the first
letter is the same, go to the second letter, and so on.
If the last names are identical, then use the middle
name. In the likely event that two names are identical,
the one with the longest Association membership shall

be given precedence.
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b) When more than one is present, the one who served
most recently is given precedence and so on.

(c) When more that one is present, precedence should
be the same for Past International Presidents (see
above (b). In the event more than one Past
International Director who served during the same
term is present, then (a) should be used.

B. Non-Lion Dignit aries

Non-Lion dignitaries should be given precedence in
accordance with local protocol and/or custom, keeping
in mind that if the non-Lion is the principal speaker,
then he or she should be seated directly to the right of
the chairman.

C. Head Table Seating

The presiding officer or meeting chairman must always
be seated at the most central seat at the table when
there is no central podium. Facing the audience the
principal speaker should be seated to his or her right,
then other Lion dignitaries in accordance with the gen-
eral order of precedence. If possible, there should be
the same number of seats to the right and left of the
chairman or presiding officer. If the podium is centered
on the head table, the meeting chairman or presiding
officer is always seated to the left of the podium (fac-
ing the audience) and the principal speaker to the
right. When spouses are present, they should be seat-
ed to the member’s left when on the left side of the
table, and on the right when on the right side of the
table.

D. Master of Ceremonies and Meeting Secret aries

At some events, the Master of Ceremonies (emcee)
will be someone other than the chairman or presiding
officer. In such cases, he or she should be seated in
accordance with local customs, or at one end of the
head table. If, however, his or her place in the gener-
al order of precedence dictates a specific seat, (e.g.,
he or she is a Past International President at a District
function), then that should rule. On rare occasions,
there will be a meeting secretary, again, local customs
should rule.
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E. Head Table Introductions

Introduction of the head table should begin with the
meeting chairman or presiding officer, then continue
from the person with the lowest rank on the order of
precedence to the person with the highest rank. When
spouses are present at the head table, they should be
introduced with the member. (e.g., “Past International
President Albert F. Brandel and his lovely wife Lion Dr.
Maureen Murphy).

F. National Anthems

When official representatives of the International
Board of Directors (whether or not currently serving on
the Board) from another country are present at an
event where national anthems are normally played,
they should be extended the privilege of having their
anthem played.

G. Common Errors to  Avoid

In opening a meeting we as civilians do not “Salute”
the flag or have a Flag “Salute” - we “Pledge
Allegiance” or have the “Pledge of Allegiance”.

When you are responsible for the Pledge of
Allegiance, it is better to invite everyone to repeat
“with” you, rather than asking everyone to repeat
“after” you or “follow” you in the pledge. Some one will
do actually that and repeat after you say it, ruining the
respectful atmosphere.

We do not ask someone to “lead us” with the invoca-
tion, it is better to ask he/she to “give” the invocation.
Be mindful to recognize the current District Governor
with a place at the head table and a standing ovation
as they are first formally introduced at a meeting
(especially the formal, official visit to your Club by the
District Governor).
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LIONS HISTORY

Beginning in 1917

In 1917, a Chicago business leader asked a sim-
ple and world-changing question — what if peo-
ple put their talents to work improving their com-
munities? Almost 100 years later, Lions Clubs
International is the world’s largest service club
organization, with 1.3 million members and
countless stories of Lions acting on the same
simple idea: let's improve our communities.

That business leader was Melvin Jones. He con-
vened an organizational meeting of clubs that
formed Lions Clubs International on June 7,
1917, in Chicago. Later that year, Lions held the
first national convention in Dallas and created a
constitution, by-laws, objects and a code
of ethics.

1920: Going International

Just three years later, Lions went international
when we established the first club in Canada.
Mexico followed in 1927. In the 1950s and 1960s
international growth accelerated, with new clubs
in Europe, Asia and Africa.

1925: Helen Keller and the “Crusade  Against
Darkness”

One of our earliest and most influential causes
has been eradicating blindness. That began in
1925, when Helen Keller addressed the Lions
Clubs International Convention in Cedar Point,
Ohio, USA. She challenged us to become
“knights of the blind in the crusade against dark-
ness.” Since then, we have worked tirelessly to
fulfill her charge to aid the blind and visually
impaired.

1945: Uniting Nations

The ideal of an international organization is
exemplified by our enduring relationship with the
United Nations. We were one of the first non-
governmental organizations invited to assist in
the drafting of the United Nations Charter and
have supported the work of the UN ever since.
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1957: Establishing Youth Programs

In the late 1950s, we created the Leo Program to
provide the youth of the world an opportunity for
personal development and contribution. There
are now more than 5,500 Leo clubs in more than
130 countries, with more than 140,000 Leos
worldwide.

1990: SightFirst

In 1990, we launched our most aggressive sight
preservation effort, SightFirst. This US$215
million program aims to rid the world of prevent-
able and reversible blindness by supporting des-
perately needed health care services. In 2008,
Lions completed Campaign SightFirst Il, which
raised more than US$200 million to expand
the program.

Today: Local and Global Service

Lions Clubs International grows stronger and
extends our mission of service every day — in
local communities, in all corners of the globe. In
2002, we were the first international service club
to be granted permission to organize and operate
clubs in mainland China. And in 2007, a Lions
club was formed in Iraq. These clubs join an
international network that has grown to include
1.3 million members in 45,000 clubs located in
more than 200 countries across the globe.
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District 20-K2

As New York was being organized, it was neces-
sary to divide the state into districts because of
its size. Lions Clubs International has given New
York the designation of Multiple District 20, which
is made up of smaller subdivisions. Over the
years the number of subdivisions has changed
and grown.

Before we were known as District 20-K2, we
were part of District 20-K, which was governed
by an International Councilor, the predecessor of
what is now our District Governor. The
International Councilor or District Governor is an
International representative, elected by the
members of our District at our Multiple District
Convention.

With the increase in the size of districts, the
offices of First and Second Vice District
Governor were created. These officers work with
the District Governor to assist in the
administration of the District..

Prior to its division in 1961, District K covered the
geographic boundaries of the counties of Kings,
Queens, and Nassau. At that time there were 77
clubs with 3,393 members. Because of its geo-
graphic size, and the large number of clubs it
was decided to split District K into two districts to
be known as District 20-K1 and District 20-K2.

In 1994, the Lions of Bermuda elected to transfer
from District 20-R2 to District 20-K2, making our
new geographic boundary, Nassau County and
Bermuda.

Our district also has the distinct honor of having
Al Brandel as a member. Lion Al served as
International President for 2008-2009.

Our District involves itself in promoting the
traditions of Lions and its motto “We Serve”!
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“We Serve” with our District’'s Lions’ Diabetes
Education Center which educates newly discov-
ered patients regarding the management and
care of their disease.

“We Serve” with our District’'s diabetes camp for
children where our sponsored campers have a
wonderful mainstream camp experience at
Camp Jacobson at Robin Hood in Brookuville.

“We Serve” with our District’s involvement in the
Eye Bank for Long Island which harvests
corneas for transplant. Members of our District
also volunteer to transport donated corneas to
community hospitals for transplant.

“We Serve” by our District’s involvement in the
Peace Poster Contest, the Environmental Photo
Contest, Quest Programs and Leos clubs.

“We Serve” by our support of the Guide Dog
Foundation for the Blind, the Vacation Camp for
the Blind, the Empire State Special Needs
Experience at Camp Badger, the See Vision
Screening Program and the Lend An Ear
Program.

“We Serve” by supporting the projects of the
Lions Clubs International Foundation and the
New York State and Bermuda Foundation.

“We Serve” by supporting the Lions clubs of our
District and their efforts to gain membership and
secure retention.

MEMBER RETENTION

If your club is losing members, there are logical
reasons. Part of the entire problem is that you will
never know for sure what all the reasons are. That
means that you should have an overall, ongoing strat-
egy that is always working for your club in preventing
membership drops no matter what the particular prob-
lem is. Here are some proven guidelines for you to
consider implementing:

Preventing your members from ever thinking that
their evening was wasted by making the
meeting interesting to as many members as
possible.

Insist that your club funds are put to work. Lions
who raise money and pay dues want to see
results for their efforts.

Publicize your projects and contributions to peo-
ple in need. Every Lion needs to feel pride not
only in his or her own accomplishments but in
his or her club’s as well. He or she will feel
this pride much more if he or she knows the
community knows what has been done.

Determine today that you're going to put all of
your club members to work. Look for that
“quiet” Lion who has been waiting for a long
time to do something meaningful for the club.

Make your new member induction ceremonies full
of zeal and spirit of Lionism. Let there be no
doubt that this event is a very important step
in this lions life. Ask your older, dedicated
members to participate in making this a mem-
orable event.

Don’t allow the sponsors of your Club’s new mem-
bers to “drop out” of their responsibilities.
Make sure they continue to look after the
well-being of the man or woman they spon-
sored. This is especially important during the
new member’s first two years. Remember
one of the main reasons the new member
joined was the relationship with his or her
sponsor.

Finally, remember that Lions most frequently
“drop out” because they are underworked
and not involved. Their talents and potential
contributions to the club have been sadly
unrecognized by the Club leadership.
